We are very proud of our students’ 

accomplishment as half of them have only primary education and have not been in school for a 

number of years so calculating a profit and a loss is very challenging for them.  They studied with 

great determination and surpassed our expectations.  Those who finished the Beginner’s course 

will resume with their Intermediate studies on January 4
th

, 2010.  We would like to thank our 

students for believing in the importance of education, for being patient and understanding of 

having several different teachers and for being generous and hospitable to us during home visits.
